1) Using the dimensions in the view below, find the location for the DECKED brackets; BAG PREP 8°S: on both sides of
the truck, referencing location from existing factory fie-down brackers.

2) Use the DECKED bracket as a guide to mark hole locations on the inside bed wall.
3) Attach a drill stop to 5/16” drill bit and set depth of drill stop to be 1/4” from tip of drill bit.

NOTE: Extreme caution must be taken when locating and drilling holes. Not using a drill stop could cause
damage o fuel lines and hoses, possibly causing a fire or explosion.

4) Using drill with drill stop, drill two 5/16” holes at locations marked in step 2.

NOTE: Once you have drilled the holes into the vehicle, the raw metal edges should be sealed using
a self-etching primer to resist corrosion and potential fastener point failure.

b) Place fie-down bracket up against side panel and place bolts through holes.

6) Have a buddy position themselves underneath the vehicle, so they caninstall the backing plate
and nuts over the bolts.

+ Use WASHERS bag foinstall nylon & rubber washers on all GS AMMO GAN bolts. Install the same washers on 12 Bl bolts.
+ Bolt the deck to the ammo cans: BAG B for the tailgate ammo can, BAG GS AMMO GAN for the cabside amma can.
+ Now go hack and tighten the loose bolts connecting the ammo cans to the G-channel.

+ Bolt the deck 1o the center vert: BAG B1 (no washers): Do not use power fools!

When the handle hole s lined up with the clevis pin, push the pin
through the handle hole and through the inside drawer hole. Repeat on the other side of the handle.

+ Install the weather strips on the tailgate side drawer edge: With the weatherstrip wiper facing cabside, line up one
end with the side of the drawer and place on the fop drawer edge, firmly pressing down on the weatherstrip as you
move along the drawer edge.

NOTE: Facing the weather stripping the wrong way will funnel water info drawer: BAD!

+ When the weatherstripis fully seated along the fop edge, frim off any that extends beyond the drawer edge with

wire cutters. Watch out for the sfainless wire coil inside; it's sharp! RECOMMENDED TORQUE

+ Slide forsion brace under center vert and tailgate ammo cans. Place hottle opener on the outside of the forsion brace.
+ Loosely install (start with your fingers fo avoid cross-threading):

+ Two.905" bolts with nylon washers through the end holes in forsion brace info ammo cans.

+ Two.905" bolts with nylon washers through the bottom bottle opener holes and torsion brace info center vert.

- Two1/2" length bolts through upper holes in botile opener info center vert.
+ Align bottle opener o edges of center vert and tighten four bottle opener bolfs.
+ Tighten end bolfs into tailgate ammo cans.
 Finally, tighten the J-hooks. DO NOT OVER TIGHTEN. Make sure to center the vert in the center of your hed.
- Install ruler by aligning the ruler holes with the inserts in the decks. Use your fingers fo starf the 1/4” screws to avoid

cross-threading. Tighten just until snug with a1/8” Allen wrench.

* Insert lock core plugs, or install locks if purchased.
