+ UUse WASHERS bag o install nylon & rubber washers on all GS AMMO CAN bolts. Install the same washers on 12 Bl bols.
+ Bolt the deck to the ammo cans; BAG B1 for the failgate ammo can, BAG GS AMMO GAN for the cabside ammo can.

+ Now go back and tighten the loose bolts connecting the ammo cans to the C-channel.

+ Bolt the deck to the center vert; BAG B1 (no washers): Do not use power tools!

NOTE: You won’t need this seal if you have a tonneau cover or camper shell,

+ Loosen all four J-hooks if you jumped the gun and tightened them already.

+ Install a clevis pin through each outside drawer hole and through spring; BAG HANDLE C.
+ With DECKED logo facing outward, insert the handle ends behind the spring arms. Rotate the arms of the handle foward

the clevis pins, pulling the spring arm downward. When the handle hole s lined up with the clevis pin, push the pin
through the handle hole and through the inside drawer hole. Repeat on the other side of the handle.

+ Install a hair pin through the clevis pin: BAG HANDLE C.
