LOCKER SLOPING TOP INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
Tools Needed: An electric drill with 3/16”drill bit, slotted screwdriver, and 11/32”nut driver or socket.

Approximate assembly time for sloping tops: 5-10 minutes.

1.	 The reference numbers used throughout this sheet 		
	 refer to the illustration on the back cover. This is 		
	 to help you to identify the various parts as they are 		
	 mentioned. Carefully compare the parts you received 		
	 with the instruction sheet.

2.	 Place the top plate (Ref. No. 1) upside down on a 		
	 flat, smooth surface.

3.	 Slide the right and left side plates (Ref. No. 2) into 		
	 the front retaining strips of the top plate.

	 NOTE: If the flange on the side plates does 		
	 not fit into the retaining strips, you have the 		
	 side plates upside down.

4.	 Place the back plate (Ref. No. 3) against the flanges 		
	 on the outside of the top and sides.
	 NOTE: the small round holes which are very 		
	 near the edge on the back plate should be 		
	 facing upward as shown below.

5.	 Fasten the back to the sides with four #8-32 x 1/2” 		
	 bolts (Ref. No. 5) and nuts (Ref. No. 6).

6.	 Fasten the back to the top along the return bend 		
	 using two #8-32 x 1/2” bolts and nuts on a single 		
	 wide unit, or four #8-32 x 1/2” bolts and nuts on 		
	 a three wide unit.



7.	 The sloping top assembly should now be a firm structure 	
	 and is ready to attach to the top of the locker as  
	 described in step 8.

8.	 Install retaining clip (Ref. No. 4) to the locker, using one 	
	 #8-32 x 1/2” bolt and nut in the existing hole on top of 	
	 the locker. For single wide tops, attach just one clip; for 	
	 three wide tops, use two clips. Do not tighten yet.

	 NOTE: On some locker units, the existing hole 		
	 may contain a rivet. If so, use a drill with a 3/16” 	
	 bit to remove the rivet before installing the 		
	 clips.

9.	 Slip the front ledge of the sloping top under the  
	 retaining clip, and let the back of the sloping top extend 	
	 over the rear of the locker.

10.	Using a drill and 3/16” bit, drill two holes through the 	
	 holes in the back plate and into the rear of the locker.

11.	Install #8-32 x 1/2” bolts and nuts in the holes you 		
	 just drilled.

12.	Tighten all hardware. Don’t forget to tighten the nut 		
	 under each retaining clip. Your sloping top is now 		
	 installed.
