b. Access battery box by removing battery cover screws
and cover.
c. Replace with (4) new AA batteries.
d. Resecure battery box and casing doing opposite
sequence.
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Water flow
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1.Bad water quality or flow decline
can be a result of filter
obstruction. Turn off the tempered
water supply using a flat-head
screwdriver,and remove the filter for
cleaning.

2.Adjust proper flow by using a flat-
heah dd screwdd iriver.
